Paddy Cosgrove spoke briefly of how he had replaced Dominic Burke as Co-Chair.  As this was only for a short time Paddy has now stepped down from this role. Paddy proposed and Barny Heywood seconded Paul Cavanagh to be the new Co-Chair with Tony Doherty.

Paul welcomed this move, as LCG will work closely with IFH to promote the Health and Well-being agenda. Paul outlined that it is important to note that the LCG is not a replacement for the WHSSB.  Paddy Cosgrove welcomed Paul’s nomination as Co chair as he said it would cement a marriage between Community Planning, Community and Voluntary Sector and the broader Health Service.

Due to a possible temporary reduction in staff and staffing capacity in the coming year Tony has requested that partnership members from both Sub-groups meet with Brendan, Séamus and Siobhan to plan a way forward and to discuss workload.

	Seamus gave a presentation on this Project. The aim of this is to maximize and increase the procurement of fresh, local, sustainable food. He outlined the impact of food on Health particularly within the hospital setting

Tony, Mary and Brendan Adams complimented Seamus on the success of this work, which has enormous potential regionally.

The partners acknowledged the crucial role that John Moore and DARD played in championing the project.

Paddy suggested linking with Environmental Health. Seamus replied that they had been invited but had not really engaged to this point. Barney Heywood will revisit this. A potential exists for links with Education and Residential settings.

A discussion ensued around the possibility of decreasing hospital waste for the potential for cost savings in producing hospital food.  It was suggested that there should be a possible link with Council’s in relation to reducing the amount of food waste that is sent forward for linadfil.

Paul Cavanagh and Seamus agreed to follow up with the Trust regarding the accuracy of the information presented in the Nursing Review and potential ways forward.
