	DSD Neighbourhood Renewal Project
	Maura provided a verbal update in relation to Neighbourhood Renewal Health Programmes in the Western area.  It was noted that there were currently 8 programmes running and that funding for these programmes had been secured until March 2011.  She advised the group that a mid term evaluation of the project had been carried out by Moore Stephens, which had been very positive.  It was noted that proposals for phase two of the project were underway, but that the Omagh & Enniskillen partnerships have decided to only proceed with their legacy funding from DSD, which left 6 NR areas submitting application for Phase two.

	Teenage Theme:  Anchor Project Presentation 
	Josephine delivered a presentation in relation to the Anchor Project, which was a follow on from the successful LIFE Project, commissioned by the Teenage Transition Sub Group.  She gave a detailed overview of the aims of the project and the areas covered within the programme.  She reported that following an evaluation of year one, carried out by Ailish, a number of changes had been made to year two, which should contribute to it’s overall success.  

Short discussion about the linkages that could be made in relation to this Project took place, these included, CAWT Strengthening Families Programme and various programmes delivered by the Western Trust’s Health Improvement Department.

	Membership Issues
	Tony reported, that following a recent meeting of the IFH Management sub group, it had been proposed that Brendan would move from his role as facilitator to full IFH member and that he should also take on the role of co-chair, completing the period of original tenure agreed by Paul. 	Staff Issues
	Brendan talked members through the staffing structures of the Health & Social Wellbeing Improvement Team West, enclosed in the pack. He then referred to the three Health Improvement Teams and their associated themes/responsibilities.
